The target audience is
probably 11-14 but some content seems aimed much higher (drug references, poor decisions) and
other content seems aimed much lower (silly kid humor, ie. burping contest).Conclusion: I'll probably
give more books in this series a chance. It's one of those rare YA finds that will appeal to young

males as well as females. Those tend to be a little hard to find.
