The book is about friendships and the crazy

ways teens will become obsessed with something when hormones and ideas and feelings all are

exploding in them at once. Mr. Strand has some great metaphors and writing beyond the teen

dialogue and though his characters are perhaps a bit larger than life, the book is also about a movie

being made, the characters are, at least in their own minds, larger than life. It also, based on my

experiences, sheds a somewhat accurate light on horror movie geeks and their devotion to very

specific fandoms.I read this in one sitting and adored it. I would suggest this for Young Adults and



anyone who wants a light read with some good dark chuckles thrown in.
