As fine-grained in detail as it is sweeping in
breadth, the picture Bitter Waters presents is sobering but not without hope, as it also extends to
potential solutions to the Pecos Rivera ™s problems and the current efforts to undo decades of
damage. Combining the research skills of an accomplished historian, the investigative techniques of
a veteran journalist, and the engaging style of an award-winning novelist, this powerful and

accessible work of environmental history may well mark a turning point in the Pecosa ™s fortunes.
